I have the pleasure in confirming that Professor Antonino Morabito has been actively 
involved in teaching and lecturing on neonatal and paediatric surgery to medical students 
from 2003 to date.

I know Mr Antonino Morabito through his involvement in the undergraduate 
MB ChB Programme.
